Hello there, my name’s Mason Fitzpatrick and I am seeking the office of Vice-President Internal of the McMaster Graduate Student Association. I was first prompted to look into this endeavor by the events at 10 Bay this year, which I am sure many of you are already familiar with. For those who may not be, 10 Bay is McMaster’s new residence for graduate students that was touted as a luxury living-studying space in downtown Hamilton that was actually an unfinished building with a litany of problems. I saw the tenants band together and push back – democratically and collectively – winning refunds for their rent. When I saw what they were able to accomplish simply by standing together, I realized the amount of power that can be channeled even in brief moments of solidarity. 

I see the GSA as a potential vehicle for this spirit of solidarity. Its democratic structure offers a way for us to pool resources and help each other out when needed.
